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The European popular agitation is just now largely express-
ing itself in street demonstrations; and public meetings; useful
occasions for shaping our needs more definitely.
In Denmark Comrade Hindsberg has been dragged before

the Criminal Chamber to answer for the revolutionary ten-
dency of his words at a Social Democratic meeting for the
unemployed. This has only given him an opportunity of repeat
his speech and commenting on the necessity of overthrowing
the existing political and economic system by that force which
has presided over its formation and maintenance.
In Italy a wearisome International Congress of Cooperators

was held last month at Milan, under the presidency of one
Luzzatti, a Conservative statesman; Mr. Holyoake and other
English delegates attended. It was also attended by the mem-
bers of theWorkmen’s Party just released from prison; genuine
workers, impressed by the necessity of putting an end to the
exploitation of labor by capital. They lost a resolution to this
effect by only one vote–the ” Socialists” who advocated legal
and parliamentary methods, ranging themselves with the ma-
jority.
